CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

1. Judging: Each story is judged primarily on its creativity; consideration will also be
given to its literary merit as a short story including: story structure (plot, characters,

sefting, and point of view), description, style, and grammar.
2. Entries must be the original work of the author.
3. Only one entry per person will be accepted. Joint entries will not be accepted.
4. Enftries should be typed or neatly hand-written

5. The storyline is open, with a limit of 400 words or less and one entry per student

6. The competition is open to all young writers in Cottesloe, Peppermint Grove and
Mosman Park, and students at local schools.
